We understard that The Home Office only issue licences o lest products on animals where no
altlernalives exisl, and yet a non-animal method is available. “The SMNAP-25 assay’ is used lo
test the towicity of products and &5 used by the National Institute for Biological Standarnds and
Cantrol (MIBSC). The SMAP-25 tast is recognised as meeting regulalory safely requiremants.

The LDED lest s an culdaied and heavily criticised form of animal experimentation. It involves
testing on a baich of animals until hall of them hawve been killed. It was parially banned in 1989
due [0 its seventy amid claims that it would only be used on “excaplional scsentific grounds’.

Caonsidenng cosmalics lasts ara banned, (he LD50 test s partially bannad, and the Snap-25
lesl ks available and in use; logic diclates that the Homa Office should nat issue any mone icences o Wickham
ar any olher labs for he testing of Batulinwm, and tha loophale allowing cosmeatic testing should be closed.
